It will go to the
landfill where the chance of it
getting dispersed as litter is
great, or into the bay where
wildlife can be killed by
consuming it.

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Are you Delinquent in your Dues?

Your monthly assessment or
“dues” fund the day to day
operations of Shelter Creek.
They are vital to the success of
the Association. Even though
delinquent owner’s accounts
are sent to collections after

45 days, many of these owners
still continue to use the
recreational facilities;
swimming pool, gym and
tennis courts. Their dues are
so desperately needed to

operate these amenities.
Important changes are coming;
Beginning in March, the
Association will be evaluating
delinquent owners who are
over 60 days past due in their
monthly assessments. These
owners will be receiving a
letter that will revoke their use
of Shelter Creek amenities.
“Members Not in Good
Standing” will no longer be
allowed to use the pools, gym,

or clubhouse facilities. The
Davis Stirling Act/California
Civil Code also states that
these owners will also lose
their voting privileges until
their dues are once again
current. This is not a pleasant
decision by the Association,
but an important step in the
due diligence of protecting the
majority of the community
members who pay their dues in
a timely manner.

Office updates and reminders

Homeowner attendance at the regular Board of
Directors meetings is encouraged. Agendas are
posted in the lobby bulleting boards prior to the
meetings to announce what the board will be
discussing. The next Board of Director’s
meetings is scheduled for March 30, 2010 at
7:00 PM, upstairs in the Clubhouse.

Recently, the office received a report of broken
glass and bottles in the Jacuzzi. The report was
confirmed and Management took immediate
action by closing the Jacuzzi and contacting the
service company to have the Jacuzzi drained and
cleaned. The Jacuzzi had to be inspected by the
San Mateo Environmental Health Department
prior to it being refilled and reopened for public
use. This was an unnecessary expense to the
Association, plus residents were unable to use
the Jacuzzi for two days. (Please do not bring
glass or bottles into the swimming pool or
Jacuzzi areas). Security will ask you to leave the
pool area immediately if you are in possession of
any glass or bottle containers.

We haven’t forgotten you! However, the office

staff cannot find you if your telephone numbers
are not up to date. Please give us a call any day
of the week between the hours of 9 a.m. to 9 p.m.
It is important that the office records keep
current information in case of emergency and we
need to contact you as soon as possible.

Please remember that the office has a no cash
policy. We do not accept cash payments for
additional services that are not covered on
regular monthly assessments. The only
payment methods accepted are personal checks,
business checks, cashier checks, money orders or
credit/debit cards.

Pool Patrol - Spring Break is fast approaching
and courtesy patrol has already begun patrolling
the pools. They will check users’ identification
cards or visitor passes and will also insure that
pool rules are followed.

“Recent Crimes that are
happening on and
around the Community”

As many of our Shelter Creek
residents are aware, Shelter
Creek and its surrounding areas
have been hit with several
incidents ranging from auto thefts, residential
burglaries, suspicious activities, and auto break-ins
since the beginning of this year. We at Shelter Creek
and the San Bruno Police Department are doing what
we can to minimize and prevent these unforeseeable
occurrences. The police department held a meeting at
the main office last February 16t and a town hall
meeting on February 17t to discuss these recent
crimes. Work is in progress to find a solution. From
a Shelter Creek’s standpoint, the Safety and Security
department is on high alert and has employed several
preventive measures, both work force and infrastruc-
ture to deter any suspicious activities; but we can’t do
it alone. We need everyone’s support in initiating a
site community neighborhood watch.

As the site Safety and Security Director, I can tell you
that our department does not go through a single day
without finding things out of the ordinary within the
community. These range from suspicious activities,
unsecured vehicles, unsecured property (residential
unit doors), and propped / open common area doors.
As the saying goes, “in order for you not to be a
victim, don’t become the prey!” Most of these
incidents occur as a result of opportunities resulting
from items left inside the vehicles, doors not being
secured, balcony doors being unlocked (even from the
2nd and 3 floor!), etc. By definition, it’s a “smash &
grab” job. Shelter Creek has also recently become a
dumping ground for stolen vehicles from other areas.
I would like to stress with our residents and
community alike to work together by doing the
following:

1) Personal Vehicles

a. Always lock your car and roll up your
windows.
b. Car alarms are a good deterrent to have. If

not, employ a steering wheel lock and/or a
steering wheel/brake lock combo. For
after-market wheels, use a wheel lock. Most
auto parts stores carry these items.

c. Do NOT leave any valuables inside your car
such as GPS, sunglasses, money, clothing, or
even a covered plastic bag. What crooks
cannot see, they won’t desire.

d. If you have a late model import car (Honda,
Acura, Toyota, Nissan, etc.), consider having
an effective security system in place.
Statistics show that crooks target these
vehicles for their parts, ease of entry and
starting, or simply for joy riding purposes.

e. Ifyou car is dirty, clean it. Derelict
(immovable) cars often attract the same
attention as others.

f.  Know who parks next to you. If the vehicle
seems to be out of place, call the police and/or
security. We can trace the vehicle’s license
plate and/or VIN number with the
authorities to see if they’re stolen.

2) Residential Units (Your Condominium)

a. ALWAYS lock your hallway entry doors. If
you have a dead bolt upper lock, secure it. If
not, having a dead bolt lock is cheap and
effective to have. Re-keying or having a
locksmith inspect your lock is inexpensive
and of a great benefit to security.

b. Do not place thick rugs on your hallway door
preventing the door from closing properly.
Often enough, we see these things. Always
look behind you ensuring your door is closed.

c. Balcony door locks/pins are a good form of
deterrent. Most hardware stores carry them.
The rule is, the longer the pin (long enough
that it goes through the balcony door frame)
the better. A spring loaded balcony lock pin
is also a good deterrent. Also, remember to
close your curtains/blinds preventing anyone
from seeing the contents of your home. Even
if you live on the 2nd or 3t floor, secure your
unit.

d. Maybe consider having a residential burglary
alarm. There are many of them that can be
monitored or a portable passive alarm system
that will go off in the event of false entry
(windows, balcony, and doors).

3) Common Areas (Perimeter Doors,
Parking Lots and Garages, Pathways)

a. Do NOT prop doors open! We see many
unsecured common area doors ranging from
perimeter, hallway, breezeway, etc. Even inside
of our buildings, it is a safety and a fire code
violation whenever breezeway and stairwell doors
are propped open! Do secure them and call the
main office for any defective doors/locks noted on
property. If having contractors on site to work on
your unit, advise the contractors not to prop doors
open.

b. “Piggy backing” or entering behind you is a
day-to-day occurrence here at Shelter Creek.
Thieves and suspicious people often gain entry by
simply following someone in front of them which
makes us ineffective in preventing crime. If
someone you don’t know is behind you, walk

slowly and have them open the door if they have a
key. If they claim they are here for someone,
direct them to the lobby intercom.

c¢. If anyone suspicious is seen on the property,
whether they are loitering, looking into vehicles,
checking balconies, etc., DO call the police and/or
security immediately! These people are what we
call “spotters” and are scoping/checking the place
out for their associates to complete the crime. If
in doubt, call it in!!!

I hope that all Shelter Creek residents are taking this
matter of heightened crime very seriously. Although
the LPG Safety and Security team in collaboration
with the Police Department to date has put away a
handful of suspicious people on property, we want
residents to help us. Shelter Creek Home Owners
Association has employed several deterrent tactics
ranging from: mobile security cameras, more
heightened security patrols inside/out, vehicle
security patrols, and fortifying entry locks, etc. With
the economy and with gang-related activities, we all
have to do our part in maintaining a peaceful AND
secure place for Shelter Creek residents to live.
