During  the month of October, Statcomm Fire Company will be performing the  
mandatory 5 year NFPA inspection and test of the fire system at Shelter Creek.  
Twenty-four (24) residents in each building who are located near stairwells are 
equipped with life saving fire sprinklers inside their units.  We are required by 
law to inspect the condition of these sprinklers every five years.   
 
You may have noticed the flyers posted in every building noticing the inspection 
dates for the units that have these interior sprinklers. Please see your building   
inspection dates listed below.  It is important that residents be available and allow 
access to their units on the dates noticed for their building, or the Association 
could be faced with additional charges or fines by the fire company.  If you are 
unable to keep your appointment, please contact the front desk immediately so 
that an alternate appointment can be scheduled.  The inspection only takes two or 
three minutes to complete, and inspectors will be available until 7:00pm.  If you 
have any questions, please contact Julie Hernandez at the office 650 873-4400.

General Manager’s Report        September 2009          Ronnie Rosen 

As we enter the first weeks of Fall, we are well 
underway on the task of winterizing Shelter 
Creek.  Cleaning leaves and debris from roof 
tops, clearing and inspecting around roof, 
drains and baskets, cleaning gutters and 
downspouts of debris.  The V- drains around 
the perimeter of the buildings will be flushed 
with fire hoses to clear residual debris for the 
best possible drainage from the upcoming 
winter storm run-offs. 
 
Gachina will be inspecting trees branches 
and large trees needing attention before    
winter storms are upon us. Homeowners 
should also prepare their patios for winter by 
cutting back seasonal plants and storing   
summer belongings off patios. Little Giant has 
contracted with Roto Rooter to begin     
“Hydro-jett” drain clearing all floor sewer 
drains in the buildings. This important     
maintenance will prevent sewer back-ups into 
units and hallways. 
 
The Reserve Study update and 2010              
Pro Forma Budget process is well underway. 
A draft of both will be available shortly. Our 

delinquent collection efforts are paying off. 
Many residents behind on their delinquent 
assessments are requesting payment plans as 
a direct result of the collective efforts by our 
collection companies, our courtesy phone 
calls, and CAF’s delinquent letter campaign. 
 
The re-roofing project is running smoothly. 
Building 4 is complete. Roof ventilation fans 
are expected to be installed last week of   
September. Building 1 is almost complete and 
fan installations will also begin the last week 
of September. Once again, All Season’s    
Roofing has been fabulous to work with.   
 
Several of the pedway bridge walking        
surfaces are scheduled to be replaced this 
month. Please watch for caution and            
temporary detour signs while these bridges 
are being repaired.  There are never enough 
benches to stop and enjoy the beauty of our 
Shelter Creek landscaping.  I’m pleased to 
announce, that two new sitting areas have 
been installed; one is between buildings         
3 and 5, and the other new bench is flanking 
the main pool and building 6 – enjoy! 
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If you have a cooking accident and have burned your food, please DON”T open your front 
door to air out your unit. DO open windows and sliding doors.  WHY?  Because the smoke 
detectors in the hallways are very sensitive to even the slightest smoke, or dust and will summon the San 
Bruno Fire Department.  False alarms like these are very costly to the Association, as the Fire Department 
charges us for burnt food false alarms.  If you repeatedly burn food and cause the false alarms to go off, 
the Fire Department has the right to bill you for your poor cooking skills.  If you’re cooking on the stove 
top, or using your toaster, it’s smart to stay in the kitchen while the food is cooking.  Never leave a frying 
pan unattended.

Use rechargeable batteries 
such as lithium or NiCad. All batteries should 
be recycled, not thrown in the trash.  A          
collection is now available for you to dispose of 
your batteries. It is located in the clubhouse 
next to office. 

Plastic Grocery Bags 

Recycle those grocery plastic bags at collection 
points located at the grocery store—Mollie 
Stones, Albertson's, Safeway & CVS Pharmacy. 
Don’t use them to contain the recyclable        
material you place in our blue recycle totes.  

BYO bag when shopping. It reduces waste, 
means less air and water pollution, less energy 
used and get a discount from the grocery store 

when you use it. 

Save Water and Reduce Maintenance 
Costs. 

Turn off the faucet when you are brushing 
your teeth.   

Take shorter showers. Each minute you cut 
saves 2.5 gallons. 

Replace your old toilet - the largest water 
user in your home and get a $150 rebate 
when you do from the City of San Bruno.  
The program is funded for a short time so 
act now!

You have worked very hard to have a nice car; 
flashy wheels, state of the art sound system, shiny 
paint, customized engine, etc.  Did you ever      
wonder at the possibility of someone tampering 
with your vehicle and even taking it away from 
you?   

We (Security) have our share of catching             
perpetrators (thieves & vandals), but at the same 
time, being an open community; we have our own 
negative element that frequents property.  From 
our auto-related incident statistics, most are 
“smash & grab” / less sophisticated criminals. 

We (Security) even catch thieves who attempt to 
steal hubcaps (wheel covers) or even as blatant as 
stealing gasoline from a car’s gas tank.  The last 
time stealing gas was at its peak was during the oil        
embargo of the mid 70’s. Most of us have more than 

one vehicle, and with the limited parking 
we have on property, we are forced to 
park either on Shelter Creek Lane or  
Whitman Way.  Since Security doesn’t 
have any jurisdiction on public streets, we 
do our part by reporting anything           
suspicious with the local police. Here are 
some ways you can protect your 4-wheel 
investment: 

 Have locks on your wheels – they are 
fairly inexpensive and available at any 
auto parts store. 

 Have a locking gas cap – this prevents 
your gas from being siphoned. 

 Do NOT leave anything valuable inside 
and secure your car at ALL times! 

 Have a car alarm – when thieves are     
startled, they run. 

Shelter Creek or Security is not liable for 
your vehicle, we try to prevent auto crimes 
from happening on our property but we 
need your help.  Don’t attract attention and 
become a victim.
